a) Threshold.

The cost of secondary glazing the Main Hall would be £2149 + vat.   It was thought that any new glazing would be included in the energy audit, and that perhaps some sort of trace heat could be included in the porch, when re-doing the roof.

b) Roof

It was reported that a quote for a feasibility study had been received from Nashmead, which was acceptable.

James was currently researching specialists for installation work.

James had completed the draft application form, but needed imput from Roger before proceeding.

Tim commented on inefficient radiators, it was thought that the energy audit, would highlight an inadequacies. 

c) Lighting Box.
