	Constitution/Trustee Document/Change of Name 

Alistair reported on the letter dated 21 April, 2005, which he had received from the Charity Commission.  It listed two options and it was AGREED to go for the Clause 10 option. This would mean that “if an order giving a power of amendment were to be made, Clause 10 could be amended by the Trustees to read ‘The constitution of the Committee as hereinbefore provided may be altered from time to time in the event that organizations cease to exist or new organizations are formed.’”  This Clause would provide flexibility for any change of representatives.

It was stated that Hathersage Parish Council were classed as the Custodian Trustees and that the Memorial Hall Committee were Management Trustees.

The Chairman thanked the Sub Committee for all the work they had done on behalf of the Memorial Hall Committee.
